How to Get There

BY AIR

Gold Coast Airpart is located at the southern end of the coast in Coolangatta, with
Virgin Blue and Jetstar both operating direct flights from Sydney, Melbourne,
Adelaide and Newcastle. From New Zealand, Jetstar also offers a direct service
from Christchurch. From Coolangatta it's 40 minutes north to Surfers Paradise or
15 minutes south to Kingscliff,

Alternatively Brisbane is just a 60 minute drive from the Gold Coast with direct
flights from all Australian capital cities as well as Auckland, Christchurch and
Wellington.
